Minutes of January 4, 2007 Meeting

President Bill Kumpf called the meeting to order at 7:05
p.m. There were 10 ORCA members present.

Bill stated that this year is getting off to a good start with
the annual New Y ear’'s Day event.

It was reported that the NW Hobby Expo will not take
place as the promoter has back out. Apparently the promoter
has not been to forward with his business dealings. Thereisa
movement by local clubsto put on an equivalent swap meet.
There are also other swap meets such as Shelton’s and
Baron’s.

Ray Hockley felt that the club should increase it’ s financial
position in case the club needs to develop anew flying field.
Lee Lannoye mentioned, at the New Y ear’s event, that the old
Hansville dump might be a candidate for anew field. Tom
Holz will look over the site and report on its suitability as a
flying field.

There was a discussion regarding the frequency board. It
works for club members but for guests and flying events; it
has short comings as non-club members are used to the pin
type of board.

The land owner hasinstalled a new access gate that is
closer to the highway to halt the trash dumping by others.
The new 2007 lock will be used starting in mid-January. New
keys are being sent to members with membership renewal .

A financial summary was passed around. The Treasurer
noted that some 2006 items are still open, thus the financial
summary is not a complete financial history for 2006.
